14.  Jim Crow.  “Separate But Equal” decision by the Supreme Court.  Rise of segregation after upper-class whites take control of the Democrats.  State of daily terror for blacks.  Federal inaction.  Openly racist statements by Teddy Roosevelt and Woodrow Wilson.  
 15. Black icons.  The contrast between Booker T. Washington and W.D. DuBois.  The mixed blessing of Jack Johnson, the heavyweight fighter.  In WWI, black soldiers stationed in France, and the resentment of white American soldiers.  
 16.  Harlem Renaissance and the great cultural awakening.  Marcus Garvey in the 1920s and the notion of Black nationalism.   Revival of the KKK but as a national institution.        
 17.  The Depression of the 1930s.  Migration by rural blacks for factory jobs in the North is met with white hostility.  Race riots.  The acts of support by Eleanor Roosevelt.  
 18.  WWII begins modern civil rights movement.  Tremendous need for workers is golden opportunity in spite of obstacles.  Joe Louis becomes hero to both blacks and whites during war.  How baseball segregation is broken by Jackie Robinson. Paul Robeson’s career is destroyed by his support of the Communist Party during the Cold War.  
 19.  Progress in the 1950s & 1960s.  Supreme Court decision ends school desegregation.  Ike reluctantly enforces it.  Rosa Parks, integration hero. Emmett Till’s murder shocks nation.  Role of churches.  Black Panther creed and  the passive resistance of Martin Luther King.  Contrast between J. Edgar Hoover and Robert Kennedy.  LBJ and the Civil Rights Acts.  Effect of Vietnam War on social funding.  Why blacks sometimes turn to Islam.  Why uprisings occur during periods of rising expectations. ?
