 The Revolution.(continued)
 7.  Death of Lenin in 1924.  Why, although Trotsky is logical successor, he loses out to Stalin.  Stalin ends NEP in 1928, calls for rapid industrialization and collectivization.  Resistance by peasants is crushed.  Rapid  Industrialization is remarkably quick but extremely brutal.  
 8.  Turning point..  Most Bolsheviks are wiped out in purges and trials.  Collectivization makes agriculture a weak point in Russian economy.  Why the West builds up Germany.  Motivation behind the non-aggression pact with Germany.  Role of industrialization in withstanding Nazi invasion in 1941.  Russia fights 80% of the German army, enduring great horror.  WWI ends. 
 9.  The Cold War.  Motives debatable.  Focus on Russian nationalism.  
 10.  Stalin’s death in 1953.  Stalin’s crimes revealed by Krushchev, leads to slight thaw.  
 
 Achievement of Russian Revolution
 11.  Cradle to grave benefits.  Medical & dental care, housing, higher education free for all but quality is questioned, and restrictions exist in higher education. Creative people are constricted.  Consumer atmosphere is stifled.  Continued dictatorial Party.  End of Communism.  What follows.
